Guideline of the Reimei Research Program
1. General Rules
1.1. The accepted research project should be carried out under the joint research arrangement among JAEA and the applicants’ institutions.

1.2. The joint research, in principle, should be implemented at JAEA and the applicants’ institutions.
1.3. For promotion of the joint research, a workshop is to be held  as the “International Workshop”.

2. Research Budget

2.1 The budget is managed and implemented adequately at JAEA, based on the regulations of JAEA. 
2.2 Regarding the use of budget, submission of budget use plan after being discussed between joint researchers, is needed. 

2.3 Examples of the budget use are;
· Consumables
· Travel expenses (also applicable to attendance to workshops under the Reimei program, and to the Reimei Evaluation Committee meeting)

· Others (facility usage charges, etc.)

2.4 Employment costs and rewards for cooperators including the joint group members are not applicable to the use of this research budget.

2.5 Overhead costs shall not be covered by this research budget.

2.6 If any expenses (ex. travel expense) are to be paid to the person other than the member of the joint research, it requires to submit a statement of reasons describing it necessity and clear reason in advance.
2.7 If there is a change in the contents of budget use after the submission of the budget use plan,  it may require a statement of reasons. expenses not described in the budget use plan will not be settled if they are determined to be unnecessary for conducting research at the time of adjustment.

3. Report
3.1 In the end of the research term (in the end of Japanese fiscal year), a report on the detail of expenses is required. The budget should be spent according to your Research Budget Plan.

The principal researcher is required to make a presentation on research archievements at the Reimei Research Evaluation Committee in March 2024. A written report (Form 5) is also required to be submitted by the end of April 2024.

Example : The present work/study/material/research was (partially) conducted under 

the Reimei Research Program of Japan Atomic Energy Agency.
